There is an N/A option that should ONLY be used if that measure is not applicable to your activities. If it is applicable and you do not have data to report for the reporting period, zero (0) is an acceptable value to report. It means that you carry out this activity but do not have data to report for the reporting period. 

In addition to reporting data in the PMT, you are responsible for submitting your Standard ARRA JAG and JAG written quarterly reports which include narratives on your goals and objectives.  Requests for funds may be denied unless these reports are completed and filed on time as required by the Office of Criminal Justice Assistance.
